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Lieutenant Commander Munoz serves as the Group Chaplain for Marine Wing Support Group 37, 3D Marine Aircraft Wing; Marine Corps Air Station Miramar, Ca.

Chaplain Munoz was born on Holguin, Cuba, and grew up in Miami, Chicago and Los Angeles.  He enlisted in the Navy in July 1976, completing Recruit Training in San Diego. He then went on to serve as a Fleet Marine Force Hospital Corpsman with the 1st Marine Division from March of 1977 to July of 1978. From there he went to train as a Laboratory Technician and duty with the 3rd FSSG on Okinawa and Naval Regional Medical Center until the end of his enlistment in April of 1980.
