OUTSTANDING CHAPTER PROGRAM AWARD

Gives recognition to one overall chapter with the most outstanding chapter program.
Submissions shall demonstrate the chapter's support for the mission of ANSO and its purposes.
Examples of eligible programs are Hispanic Heritage programs, youth and tutoring programs,
collaborative programs with community organizations to further the ANSO image as a service
organization, career development and training programs, and programs in support of officer
trainees.

Criteria:

1. Completed nominations package

2. Demonstrated program support of the ideas and goals of ANSO

Nominations Process:

Nomination packages should be submitted to the ANSO President via the Awards Board. The
Awards Board will evaluate candidates and submit a final recommendation to ANSO’s
President. When possible, the Outstanding Chapter Program Award shall be given at the
National Conference.
